Portal North Bridge

SJ BRT/Avandale Park Ride

Funding during this TIP period will be used to commence with the early phase of the South Jersey Bus Rapid Transit (SJ BRT) system. 
Improvements include the addition of 150 new parking spaces to the existing 322 spaces at the Avandale Park and Ride, transit signal priority 
equipment at key intersections, offboard fare collection systems (e.g., ticket vending machines), dynamic signage at major terminals such as the 
Avandale Park and Ride and Walter Rand Transportation Center, and the design of enhanced BRT stops that will brand and standardize BRT 
shelters.

676 to Camden and Philadelphia cities. A branch of the service will also serve a new Park and Ride lot at Delsea Drive in Gloucester County by 
travelling along Route 55 prior to linking the other branch of service at the merge of Routes 55 and 42.

Funding is also provided for the implementation of the Bus Rapid Transit serving Camden County, NJ including an expanded park/ride, traffic 
signal priority at select intersections to improve bus vehicle travel speeds, fare collection, and dynamic signage.
